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2. Raise vehicle up on a hoist or rack to working height. If
you don’t have access to a hoist or rack, support vehicle
with jack stands.

3. Remove exisƟ ng system from the header collector or
manifold down pipes back.

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4. Remove nuts from stock and Flowmaster clamps, apply
anƟ -seize compound to bolts and re-install nuts.

7. Insert clamp hangers (x2) (11) into rubber hangers on leŌ  and right upper muffl  er brackets. Both hangers should point
towards center of vehicle. (see diagram)

5. To support tailpipe, mount right (10) and leŌ  (9) rear hanger brackets onto each side of vehicle frame near rear end. Secure
brackets using screws (13) then slide rubber hangers (x2) (12) onto them. See Page 3 of these instrucƟ ons for helpful hints
and possible alternaƟ ves for securing hangers.

NOTE: For single exhaust vehicles, drill П⁄М" holes into small dimples on driver side.

6. On underside, slightly forward from rear axle, are a pair of holes on either side of vehicle. Use these to mount leŌ  (7) and right
(8) upper muffl  er brackets. Once mounted, bracket hangers will point towards center of vehicle. Secure brackets using (x4 ea.)
bolts (14) and lock washers (15) then slide rubber hangers (x2) (12) onto them.

NOTE: For single exhaust vehicles, drill П⁄М" holes into small dimples on passenger side. Then use screws (13) to secure hanger.

8. Route right tailpipe (5) over rear axle so its end exits between quarter panel and leaf spring. Repeat this step for leŌ  tailpipe
(4).

12. Once connector pipes are cut to proper length, connect them to H-pipe and header collectors or manifold down pipes using a
standard Header Flange or FLOWMASTER reducer Cone.

11. Your front connector pipes (x2) (1) are long enough to allow for many diff erent header combinaƟ ons, therefore, it is necessary
to determine their proper length for fi tment on your vehicle. You can do this by centering connector pipe between front slip-fi t
joint of H-pipe assembly and header collectors (or manifold down pipes). Precisely mark pipe where it needs to be cut then
transfer marks to remaining connector pipe. Trim front connector pipes at marks.

10. Connect H-pipe assembly (2) to front of muffl  ers then center it in drive line cavity. Support front of assembly with a stand.
Ensure muffl  ers and H-pipe assembly are level then check hangers at rear of muffl  ers to make sure they hang straight down.
Adjust system as necessary unƟ l it fi ts correctly.

9. Install leŌ  muffl  er (3) by placing its outlet into clamp hanger. Rotate muffl  er unƟ l it’s level then support it with a stand. Tighten
clamp just enough to hold muffl  er in place but sƟ ll allow for adjustment. Repeat this step for right muffl  er (3).

13. Install right tailpipe rear wire hanger into rubber hanger at rear of vehicle. Slide front of tailpipe through clamp hanger and
into rear of muffl  er. Repeat step for leŌ  tailpipe.

14. Adjust tailpipes so they are centered between fender and leaf spring.
15. Adjust exhaust components to provide a saƟ sfactory fi t. Maintain a minimum of С⁄И" clearance around all components of

exhaust system, keeping in mind suspension, travel and vibraƟ on. AŌ er making any required adjustments, securely Ɵ ghten all
clamps.

16. Slide hanger keepers (x8) (16) onto the end of each hanger to prevent components from slipping out of their rubber mounts.
17. We recommend applying a one inch tack weld to all slip-fi t connecƟ ons for a more secure installaƟ on. You may also apply high

temperature paint over welded areas to prevent rust and premature corrosion.

This kit will can fi t converƟ bles by adding spacers to 
factory converƟ ble body brace and increasing clearance 
by approximately С⁄М" inches. AlternaƟ vely, replace factory 
body brace with a Hotchkis Performance Body Brace (part 
#1404).

HELPFUL HINTS FOR CHALLENGES YOU MAY ENCOUNTER DURING INSTALL:

• To simplify Step 8, jack rear of vehicle to increase clearance between rear axle and underside of car. This will allow tailpipe to
slip in easier. We recommend puƫ  ng tail pipes in fi rst because there is liƩ le space once muffl  ers are in place.

• If the holes (referenced in Step 6) just forward of rear axle were not used to support previous exhaust system and it is diffi  cult
to install bolts; they may have become gummed up and can be cleaned out using a У⁄ЕК"-18 tap. This will greatly ease installaƟ on
of bolts.

• To secure hangers using nut-serts, insert them into pre-drilled hole then place hanger into correct posiƟ on and Ɵ ghten using
correct sized bolts.

• The nut-sert installaƟ on tool, which usually comes with a selecƟ on of nut-serts, can be aƩ ained from your local rental center
or purchase nut-serts individually from most hardware stores. Be sure to drill holes to size recommended per the size nut-
sert you plan to install. If you purchase fasteners from a hardware store, try to get them with some kind of coaƟ ng or fi nish to
prevent them from spinning during install.

• In Step 5, you have to locate holes (x2) at rear of vehicle on right and leŌ  side. If they are in good condiƟ on, conƟ nue regular
installaƟ on using self tapping screws to secure hangers in place. If holes are damaged in any way, you may have to drill them out
then use 1/4" nut-serts along with 1/4" x 1" bolts to secure hangers in place.
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
