1. Loosen all nuts, but only remove nuts
from one side of vehicle at a time.

Be careful of fan shroud and other 
components while lifting.
A hydraulic jack and wood may be used 
to lift the body.

2. Replace 1 mount at a time, but do
not tighten.

3. Once all mounts are replaced, confirm
body is straight/aligned - tighten all nuts/bolts 
to Manufacturers specifications.

4. It is recommended all hardware is re-checked after 500kms/miles travelled.
