1st & 4th hole for Top Shelf Installation.

15th & 18th hole after the top shelf tray.

Sheet metal wall, refer to Plusnut Guidelines on page 11.

a. With 2 people, place the case holder in its final position on the floor of the vehicle.
b. Line up brackets, mid brackets and floor brackets to location and mark hole locations.

= Rust protect all holes after drilling.

When attaching to sheet metal using plusnuts:

= Use plusnuts and fasteners provided in installation fastener kit and refer to the Ranger Design Plusnut Installation
Instructions found in plusnut tool package.

Follow the specific manufacturer’s install guidelines if using alternative attachments to sheet metal.

Use spacers provided in installation fastener kit when attaching shelf to an uneven sheet metal floor.

Ensure plusnuts on the bracket are installed diagonally from each other and as far apart as possible.
